Scholarship Implementations For International Students of Wenzhou University

Chapter I General Provisions
Article 1 With a view to attractively enroll more high-quality international students, expanding our pool of international students, and realizing the “Program of Thousand International Talents to Study in Wenzhou University" in our “13th  Five-Year Development Plan”, Wenzhou University hereby sets up "International Students Scholarship of Wenzhou University" and formulates these measures.  
Article 2 International Students Scholarships are for foreign undergraduates and postgraduates, as well as non-degree students of the Chinese language course (hereinafter referred to as “the Chinese course students”), who will study or have been studying in our university. 
Article 3 Our appraisal for International Students Scholarship shall adhere to the principle of "openness, fairness, impartiality and selection by merit”. 

Chapter II Types of scholarships

Article 4 Our International Students Scholarships are divided into three classes: The Wenzhou University Presidential Scholarship-First Class(hereinafter referred to as Class I scholarship), the Chinese Course Students Enrollment Scholarship (hereinafter referred to as Class II scholarship) and the Outstanding International Students Scholarship (hereinafter referred to as Class III scholarship). 
Article 5 Class I scholarship candidates are international students who have received the Wenzhou University President Full Scholarship at the time of application for admission. The specific explanations are as follows: 
(A) For the first year, all Class I scholarship winners shall receive the full scholarship with the exemption of tuition and accommodation fees; 
(B) From the second year to the fourth year, according to behavior performance, academic achievement, as well as competence quality of the Class I scholarship winners in the first year, annual review shall be conducted. The grade and the granted amount are as follows: 
First Tier: One academic year tuition fee and accommodation fee free;
Second Tier:One academic year 2/3 tuition fee free and 50% accommodation fee free; 
Third Tier: One academic year 1/3 tuition fee free.
Notes: The student who enjoys the benefits of accommodation fees shall generally be arranged to live in a three-bed room. If requesting to live in a two-bed room, such student needs to make up the difference in fees. 
(C) During the schooling period, Class I scholarship winners shall no longer apply for any other scholarships. 
Article 6 Class II scholarships applicants shall be international students who will study the Chinese language course in our university. The grade and the granted amount are as follows: 
(A) Grade I scholarship, 2,000 RMB Yuan/term/student; 
(B) Grade II scholarship, 1,500 RMB Yuan/term/student; 
(C) Grade III scholarship, 1,000 RMB Yuan/term/student. 
Article 7 Class III scholarships applicants shall be international students who have been studying for degree (excluding Class I scholarship winners) or the Chinese course students who have been studying continuously for more than one term in our university. The grade and the granted amount are as follows: 
(A) For Grade I scholarship, the granted amount is 60% of the annual tuition fees; 
(B) For Grade II scholarship, the granted amount is 40% of the annual tuition fees; 
(C) For Grade III scholarship, the granted amount is 20% of the annual tuition fees. 
Article 8 For the proportion of award-winning international students, the degree-seeking students account for 70% and the Chinese course students account for 50%. The specific proportion may fluctuate according to the total amount of scholarships and the number of students for the year. 
Article 9 Both the degree-seeking student and the Chinese course students, who have received the Chinese Government Scholarship, the National Confucius Institute Scholarship or the Zhejiang Provincial Government Scholarship for International Students, shall in principle no longer participate in the application for the "International Students Scholarship of Wenzhou University" in the same semester or academic year. 

Chapter III Requirements for Scholarship Application

Article 10 The basic requirements for international students to apply for Class I, II and III scholarships are: 
(A) The applicant shall have a corresponding academic degree certificate. 
(B) The applicant must have foreign nationality, hold a foreign passport, be friendly to China, and be physically and mentally healthy.
(C) The applicant must perform well, neither with absenteeism and other violations of discipline rules and regulations in the university, nor with behaviors in violation of Chinese laws and regulations outside the university. 
(D) The applicant shall have excellent academic result. 
(E) The applicant shall respect teachers, work in unity, help one another, and actively participate in various activities organized by the university or the college. 
(F) The applicant must complete the sign-in, registration and payment procedures as per the deadline as stipulated by the university. 
(G) The applicant has not received any other scholarships from the Chinese government at the same time. 
(H) The applicant has paid up various fees payable as stipulated by the university. 
(I) If having been under disciplinary action by relevant departments of the university at the academic year for violating the rules and discipline of the university, the applicant will be withdrew of the qualification of applying or being selected for various types of scholarships for the same year. 

Chapter IV Application for Scholarships

Article 11 The Class I scholarship of international students for the first year in the university shall be directly reviewed and accredited by Department of Overseas Students Education & Management. That for the second year or the third year shall be recommended and submitted by the major college of international students by the proportion, to be reviewed and accredited by Department of Overseas Students Education & Management, once a year. 
Applicants for Class II and Class III scholarships are required to complete the "Application Form of Class II Scholarship for International Students of Wenzhou University" (see Annex 2) or "Application Form of Class III Scholarship for International Students of Wenzhou University" (see Annex 3). 
Article 12 Applicants who meet the requirements of Class II scholarship shall submit the application materials to Department of Overseas Students Education & Management before May 10 or November 20 each year (Note: the enrollment application deadline for the Chinese course students is the end of July or mid-January each year). They mainly include: 
(A) "Application Form of Class II Scholarship for International Students of Wenzhou University”; 
(B) The original of proof of the highest academic degree, if the applicant studies in the university, and also the proof given by the university if the applicant is a student;
(C) The original of transcripts;
(D) The copies of passport and health certificate;
(E) Other certificates or materials that prove the applicant’s outstanding performance. 
The above application materials, if monolingual in either English or Chinese, must be accompanied by a notarized or officially accepted Chinese or English translation document. 
Article 13 International students who meet the requirements of application for Class III scholarship shall submit the application materials to the major college in mid-September each year by the management category. They mainly include: 
(A) "Application Form of Class III Scholarship for International Students of Wenzhou University", filled in Chinese or English; 
(B) The transcripts of the previous academic year (i.e., the fall semester since September of the previous academic year plus the spring semester from February of that year); 
(C) The proof of attendance in the previous academic year (i.e., the fall semester since September of the previous academic year plus the spring semester from February of that year); 
(D) Other certificates or materials that prove the applicant’s outstanding performance; 
(E) The copy of the health certificate. 

Chapter V Appraisal and Management of Scholarships

Article 14 Department of Overseas Students Education & Management shall set up the International Students Scholarship and Honor Assessment Working Group (hereinafter referred to as the "Assessment Working Group"), in which the head of Department of Overseas Students Education & Management acts as the chief, the vice president and the deputy secretary of Party General Branch act as the deputy heads, and responsible staffs of the Academic affair office, Student Affair office as well as international students related teaching and research rooms are members. The Office of Assessment Working Group, located in the student affair office, is specifically responsible for the organization and coordination of international students scholarship and honor assessment and management. 
Article 15 The Office of Assessment Working Group shall review the applicant’s materials having passed the preliminary examination by the major college according to the scholarship selection method, and submit the list of eligible applicants to the International Students Scholarship and Honor Assessment Working Group. 
Article 16 The Assessment Working Group shall conduct a review and examine the shortlist of scholarships based on the applicant’s materials.
Article 17 The Assessment Working Group shall submit the evaluation opinions to the responsible leader for approval, and publicize the shortlist of scholarships in the university for five working days. The review results of the Class I scholarship are published in July each year. The review results of the Class II scholarship are published in October and April each year. The review results of the Class III scholarship are published in October each year. 
Article 18 After no objection is determined at the end of publicity, the scholarship winners are required to sign a statement in duplicate, one of which is filed by the Office of Assessment Working Group and the other kept by the scholarship winner. For scholarship winners who violate the relevant laws, rules and university regulations, the scholarship qualifications may be cancelled, the scholarship issuance may be suspended, or the granted scholarship may be recovered, as decided through the discussion by the Assessment Working Group. 
Article 19 The Office of Assessment Working Group shall formulate the “List of Issuance of International Students Scholarship of Wenzhou University”, which shall be submitted to the Planning Finance Office of the university, after being signed with the consent of the head of Assessment Working Group, and assist the scholarship winners in go through the reception procedures. 
Class I scholarship winners needn’t go through the reception procedures, with the corresponding tuition and accommodation fees being directly exempted. Class II scholarship winners shall go through the above procedures within 30 days from the date of publication, with the amount of scholarship being granted one-time by semester. Class III scholarship winners shall go through the above procedures within 30 days from the date of publication, with the amount of scholarship being granted one-time by academic year.
Article 20 International students who have obtained scholarships shall complete the sign-in, registration, medical examination and payment procedures as per the deadline as stipulated by the university. Otherwise, it will be deemed as the automatic waiver of the scholarship. In the course of having won the scholarship, if one international student handles the temporary absence from university, the scholarship payment will be suspended; if he or she drops out, the scholarship granting will be canceled; if he or she is involved in any illegal and anti-disciplinary activities, or activities that endanger China's social order, the granted scholarship shall be recovered. 
Chapter VI Supplementary Provisions

Article 24 The assessment and management of Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan students' scholarships shall be conducted in accordance with these Measures. 
Article 25 These Measures shall come into force on the date of promulgation and shall be interpreted by Department of Overseas Students Education and Management.
